Next, we will pass by one of the oldest cemeteries in Canada, before 
arriving at St. Joseph’s Oratory. The Gardens of this Catholic Basilica were designed in 1942 by the renowned 
architect Frederick Todd and include the artwork of Louis Parent.  After free time for lunch on our own, we will 
visit the McCord Museum to discover more about Montréal’s history and its people, artists, cultures, and 
communities. Later in the afternoon we head to a Sugar Shack and learn about maple sugar and Canadian 
pioneers before enjoying an old-time, all-you-can-eat, family-style feast accompanied by folk singers and 
dancers.
